Did you Know –? 

Among current drinkers (defined as anyone who consumed 12 or more drinks of Alcohol during the past 
year):

Men are twice (21%) as likely as women (10%) to be heavier drinkers (individuals who consume two or 
more drinks per day on average).

The prevalence of alcoholism is highest among people who have personal incomes of less than $10,000 
(17%) and lowest among those whose incomes are $25,000 or more (6%).

Beer was the most popular alcoholic beverage by far among men who expressed a preference; women 
preferred beer and wine in almost equal percentages.

Nearly half who started drinking before the age of 16 said they preferred drinking beer to wine or 
distilled spirits.

61% who admitted they had driven after drinking at least three times during the past year said they 
preferred drinking beer.

59% of those who ever had received treatment for an alcohol problem said they preferred drinking beer.
